Our goal is to make 

homeschooling possible for more families by easing some of the pressure on parents. We desire to 

combine the best aspects of traditional education with the best aspects of homeschooling, giving each 

student a balance of education and parental involvement with a strong, Christian foundation. 

 

Families have several enrollment options: File a private homeschooling affidavit, Enroll in a charter 

school, or Enroll into the Abeka Accreditation Program through the Lighthouse Baptist School. Please 

note that you may not use charter school funds to pay for enrollment or tuition of LBS since it is a 

Christian program. However, you may use charter funds for other approved extracurricular activities, 

educational items, and supplemental resources. If you are enrolled in a charter school and need help 

with non-faith based work samples, please contact the administration.

Pastor Bill Bryson began Tri-City Baptist School in 1998 with the desire to assist parents in giving their 

children a solid Christian foundation and strong academic baseline from which they would pursue the 

career that God would lead them. In 2003, Tri-City Baptist Church merged with Amador Valley Baptist 

Church and formed Lighthouse Baptist Church. It was at this time that Tri-City Baptist School 

changed its name to Lighthouse Baptist School. Lighthouse Baptist School continues to educate and 

equip students to fulfil the same mission which began over 20 years ago.

One of our chief goals at LBS is to encourage Christian character development within the students, 

which will be evidenced by their outward deportment whether they be at home, school, or elsewhere. 

The character of a student should remain the same, regardless of the circumstances in which they find 

themselves. An undisciplined life is largely an unproductive life. Emphasis at LBS is on òWhat is my 

duty?ó rather than òWhat can I get away with?ó  This attitude prepares one for a life of stewardship.

Students are to be honest, exhibit kindness, and respect for others at all times. We expect our students 

to reply to adults courteously.  They should behave as young ladies and gentlemen. No student shall 

use profanity. òLet no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, 

that it may minister grace unto the hearersó.

Primarily, LBS exists to minister to the members of Lighthouse Baptist Church. As such, our school 

does not practice òopen-enrollment.ó We hold to this policy because we believe that the best way to 

accomplish our mission is within the context of the local body of Christ because we share the same 

doctrinal beliefs and have a common philosophy of Christian living, family life, and purpose. 

 

However, sensing what we believe to be a great need in the area of homeschooling, LBS has adopted a 

policy of enrolling Cooperating Families.

Be-

cause corporate life in the body of Christ is so integral to the spiritual health of the believer, it will be 

LBSõs standing policy that any family that does not faithfully attend weekly worship services or who 

stops attending church will also be withdrawing from LBS. This is for both member of LBC and Coop-

erating Families.

Before a child can be admitted into LBS, all necessary forms need to be signed by both the 

parents and the student each year. This shows that they are in total agreement with the rules 

and procedures.

After receipt of registration forms, the office will set an appointment date for an interview with the 

principal. At least one parent/guardian must attend. No appointment will be scheduled unless all the 

completed registration forms have been submitted. Once the interview takes place, you will receive a 

letter of acceptance or rejection.

Each student will be accepted into LBS based upon their previous academic, spiritual, and social rec-

ords provided. All students seventh grade and older must regularly attend Lighthouse Baptist Church 

or another Baptist/Bible Church approved by the Pastor. Regularly attend is defined as attending at 

least four services per month. 

 

Lighthouse Baptist School admits students of any race, color, nationality, and ethnic origin to all 

rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to all students at the 

school. It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, nationality, or ethnicity in administration 

of its educational and admissions policies, scholarships, loan  programs, athletic, and other school-

administered programs.

Students who are transferring from other schools will be expected to take an entrance examination. 

Should the studentõs accomplishments (as shown by the test results) be on the grade level to which 

they has been promoted, then they will be admitted to that grade. However, should the studentõs    

accomplishments (as shown by the test results) be on a lower level, then they will be placed in the 

grade best suited for their achievement. It is the policy of LBS not to accept transfer students whose 

accomplishments have not met acceptable standards. Academic transcripts may be required before 

enrollment. Transcripts must include all academic coursework along with grades and earned credits.

Re-enrollment for the fall term for present students are accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis. 

LBS admits students of any race, color, nationality, or ethnicity to all the rights, privileges, programs, 

and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.

All withdrawals must go through the school office. Students attending one day of any period will owe 

the full periodõs tuition. In the event that the account is showing a credit balance at the time of     

withdrawal, this amount will be refunded. No school records will be released for any student when 

there is a balance owed on the studentõs account.

No school records, including health records, report cards, or graduation diploma, will be released for 

any student with an outstanding balance on the studentõs account. 

 

No students will be permitted to receive their graduation diploma until all tuition and fees are paid in 

full.

As an enrolled student, LBS expects committed, consistent attendance. We understand that one of the 

benefits of homeschooling includes having the flexibility to travel when it works for your family and that 

may not always line up with our academic calendar. When classes are missed, it is your responsibility to 

make sure that your child(ren) returns to school caught up on material that was taught while they were 

absent. A student must attend school a minimum of five hours to be counted present for that school 

day.  

 

In addition to having consistent attendance, please make every effort to have your student(s) arrive on 

time for check in, as well as to pick them up on time. Late arrivals disrupt the normal flow of the class-

room and can be disruptive to our other students, as well as take the time and attention of the staff. 

 

 

!ÎěÙĂÏÙě 

Absences will be considered either excused or unexcused. Each student is allowed five (5) parent excuses 

for the year. A parent note can only excuse one day. A parent note does not automatically excuse the  

absence. Doctorõs excuses shall be furnished on the day of the studentõs return to school for any       

medically related absences. In order for a doctorõs excuse or parent note to qualify for deduction from 

total days missed, it must be presented to the school not later than two (2) days after the studentõs return 

to school after the illness, injury, or treatment that resulted in a doctorõs visit or consultation. 

 

An unexcused absence would be when no excuse is provided. Excessive unexcused absences may result 

in dismissal from the school. No tuition reimbursements are made in the case of any absences. Any    

student who is absent 15 days or more in one semester may not pass that semesterõs work. 

 

In the case of an absence, a parent must send a signed, dated note to the teacher explaining the reason 

for the absence the day the student returns. Text or email notes will not be acceptable. The studentõs 

missed days will be classified as unexcused until the note is received. Please note that the administration 

reserves the right to deem any absence unexcused with the exception of personal illness and death in the 

immediate family. 

 

Mandatory attendance days are days that the administration will not grant an excused absence with the  

exception of personal illness or death in the immediate family. These days include, but are not limited to: 

State Testing dates, Quarter and Semester Exams, and the final two weeks of school. This means that 

zeros will be given for any exams missed. 

 

A student who has been suspended from school for any reason will receive a zero for any classes missed 

and will not be permitted to make up exams missed. 

 

For questions concerning make-up tests, quizzes and homework, please contact the teacher. If a parent 

knows a student will be absent three days, please call the office.

In order to provide for the best welfare of each student and the school, the following checkout policy 

has been adopted: Before the student may be released from school, a parent, legal guardian, or person 

authorized by a parent must come to the school office and sign for the student. Students will only be 

released to authorized persons listed on the checkout list/contact sheet. Appropriate picture identifica-

tion may be required to check out a student . 

 

 

¢ÁėÕķ ÁĂÕ 9Áėûķ /éÙÏùĈĥġ 

It is recognized that a child may occasionally be tardy or may be checked out of school due to an unfore-

seen emergency. Parents who bring their child to school late must bring the child in to the office to 

check him/her in. Students will not be subject to consequences if they arrive late on public transpora-

tion. Tardy is defined as arriving to school after the beginning of the school day. Tardies due to a medi-

cal appointment will be excused if a doctorõs excuse is presented the day of the  tardy. No late medical 

excuses will be accepted for tardies. 

 

Each student is allowed three tardies per quarter. There is a $5.00 tardy fee charged on the monthly 

statement for each tardy thereafter.

Parents are required to pick up students promptly after school. Any student remaining after 3:15 P.M. 

will be charged $10 per student per half hour. If you are in need of after school care, please contact the 

administration for more information and availability.

If Pleasanton Unified School District closes because of storm or natural disasters, LBS will close as well. 

School closing announcements will be made via call or text by the administration.  Listen carefully for   

re-opening announcements during such times.
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/ĈāāĥĂìÏÁÎûÙ 5ìěÙÁěÙě 

LBS strives to maintain a healthy school environment by instituting controls designed to prevent the 

spread of communicable diseases. The term communicable diseases refers to an illness which arises as a    

result of a specific infectious agent which may be transmitted either directly or indirectly by a            

susceptible host, infected person, or animal to other persons. 

 

A teacher or administrative official who reasonably suspects that a student has a communicable disease 

shall immediately notify the administrator.  

 

Any students or employee exhibiting evidence of communicable disease will have a physician diagnose 

the disease and prescribe the suitable treatment. Common communicable disease as listed below will 

automatically result in exclusion from school and school activities for the designated period.

CÙİÙė 

When school officials are aware that a childõs temperature is 100 degrees, an attempt will be made to 

contact the parent/guardian. If the temperature reaches 101 degrees, a school official will request that 

the parent/guardian pick up the child. This procedure is followed to ensure the safety of the child and 

the well-being of the other students. Students may return to school when they have been free from   

fever for a period of at least 24 hours without medication.  
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aÙÕìÏÁġìĈĂ 

Prescription medication may be administered by school staff if provided with the following: 

 

1. Prescription medications must come in a container labeled with: childõs name, name of 

medicine, time medication is to be administered, dosage, date medication is to be 

stopped, and licensed health care providerõs name. Pharmacy name and phone number 

must also be included on the label. 

2. A written letter of consent from the parent that indicates their desire for the school to 

assist the student with medication administration. 

3. For medication that is to be self-administered by the student, a written statement from 

the parent that the student is competent to safely self-administer the medication accord-

ing to the conditions in the written statement. 

 

Medicine must be transferred from the parent directly to the teacher. Medication should not be given 

to the student. Medicine will be returned to the parent every day.  

 

LBS cannot accept or act on parent or guardian generated changes or modifications to the           

medication administration directions in the authorized health care providerõs statement or            

prescription unless such changes are in writing from the authorized health care provider. 

 

LBS allows the parent or guardian to submit to the school a written statement rescinding their      

consent for administration of medication at school at any time. 

 

LBS does not administer any other medication such as Tylenol or Ibuprofen. Over the counter eye 

drops and cough drops may be administered by the student under the control of the teacher with a 

signed permission note from the parent. These over the counter medications will also need to be 

personally given to the teacher. A parent or guardian may come to the school to administer other 

medication at any needed time.  
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5ìěÏìĔûìĂÙ téìûĈěĈĔéķ 

The goal of LBS is to provide the best possible learning environment in a Christian atmosphere.      

Believing that discipline is necessary for the welfare of the student as well as the entire school, each 

teacher is given the responsibility of enforcing classroom regulations in the manner which he/she feels 

is in accordance with school policy with regard to Christian principles of discipline as instituted in the 

Scriptures. Since the teacher is responsible to maintain appropriate classroom behavior, it becomes 

necessary to correct any behavior that hinders the teacher or students in the classroom. 

 

When misconduct occurs, corrective measures will be used to help the student change their behavior 

and attitude. Examples of typical corrective measures are moving the student to a different seat or next 

to the teacher, isolating the student during lunch, assigning bench time during recess, withholding in-

centives, etc.  If issues arise that need to be addressed further the administration will be notified and 

take appropriate action including addressing the issue with the parent. If further intervention or assess-

ment is needed, the pastor will be consulted to intervene. Our goal will always be to point the student 

to Christ-like behavior and resolution.  

 

Actions that threaten or harm another individualõs ability to function rightly and safely will require   

further corrective measures. Therefore, students may be suspended or expelled for lying, stealing,    

disrespect, cursing, cheating, vandalism, gang-related items or symbols, or other misconduct. Although 

this list of infractions is not exhaustive, it represents behavior that is not acceptable. Students may be 

expelled for any action or statements associated with violent behavior including a joke which could be 

interpreted as a threat. 

 

Studentsõ book bags or other storage areas are subject to search for prohibited or illegally possessed 

substances or objects. The administration will make decisions on an individual basis regarding         

suspensions and expulsions. 

 

A sense of need for spiritual growth in light of Biblical principles has led LBS to adopt standards of 

conduct which are believed to be conducive to the environment that will best promote the spiritual 

welfare of the student. Students are expected to abide by the code of conduct throughout enrollment 

whether at home, school, or elsewhere. Students will not be admitted to class without a signed      

agreement form on file in the office. Abiding by the agreement form is necessary to remain a student at 

LBS. Students who do not report violations of the agreement form may be subject to disciplinary    

action. 

 

Please feel free to consult with the office about any problem or question that concerns the welfare of 

students. It is the desire of the administration and the faculty to be of  service to parent and student. 

Discretionary detentions, suspensions, and expulsions are determined by the pastor and disciplinary 

review board. 
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5ìěÏìĔûìĂÁėķ tėĈÏÙÕĥėÙě 

LBS expects full cooperation from both student and parents in the education of the student. If at any 

time the school feels that this cooperation is lacking, the student may be requested to transfer. Also, if 

the studentõs behavior or attitude indicates an uncooperative spirit or one that is out of harmony with 

the spirit and standards of the school, whether or not there is any definite breach of conduct, he may 

be requested to transfer. Attendance at LBS is a privilege and not a right. Students forfeit this privilege 

if they do not conform to the principles and ideals of work and life of LBS.  

 

1. Demerits 

LBS operates on a demerit system. Demerits result from acts of misconduct, and the number of      

demerits is assigned in proportion to the offense. All students are subject to the demerit system. We 

understand there are unintentional or first time offenses from an overlooked area or an inadvertent 

policy misunderstanding; however, the consequences are demerits.  Demerits are assigned only by staff 

members of LBS. 

 

2. Detention 

Detention is an employed method of discipline where students are required to remain after school 

hours and perform work/activities as instructed by the supervisor on duty. Detention is for one hour 

per detention assigned. Detention will begin fifteen minutes after school is dismissed. Detention may 

be earned by accumulation of demerits for minor infractions or may be assigned with the principalõs 

approval without assignment or accumulation of demerits if the infraction warrants. 

 

3. Suspension 

A student is suspended following a conference with the parent in response to more serious infractions. 

While on suspension, the student may not participate in school activities or make up any class work. 

They are not allowed to be on school property during school hours. Suspensions may result from    

infractions such as lying, cheating, profanity, pornography, fighting, inappropriate contact with        

opposite sex, etc. 

 

4. Expulsion 

Expulsion may be used for one time infractions such as using or possessing alcohol, drugs,              

pornography, immorality, etc. A student who is expelled will only receive credit for the portion of the 

semester prior to expulsion. They will not be allowed to take mid-term or final exams nor participate in 

any school related activities. They also cannot re-enroll until the following year. Should an expelled  

student wish to return, they must meet with the principal once a month during the summer to discuss 

progress with offences that resulted in expulsion. The student is on probation for six months after      

re-enrollment.
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5ÙāÙėìġ DĥìÕÙûìĂÙě 

Positive encouragements are the means used for changing behavior patterns before resulting to demer-

its as a means of correction. Repeated offenses may make it necessary to pursue this avenue. The num-

ber of demerits is determined by the teacher or administrator and may vary depending on the severity 

of the action. The following is an inconclusive list of demeritable offenses: 

 

Miscellaneous classroom rule violations: 

¶ Unsigned homework 

¶ Unfinished homework 

 (Student will be required to do double homework in addition to demerits) 

¶ Dress code violations 

 (demeritable per offense) 

¶ Food or drink in the classroom without permission 

¶ Simple disobedience 

¶ Chewing gum 

¶ Direct belligerence and defiance 

¶ Cheating 

¶ Lying 

¶ Fighting 

¶ Gossiping 

¶ Arguing with teacher 

¶ Poor attitude 

 

Any student accumulating or receiving 10 demerits will receive an official reprimand at a minimum. 

This reprimand may be with the teacher, principal, parent, or all three. This meeting will include a  

minimum of prayer, identifying the offense(s) as disobedience, and seeking means to prevent reoccur-

rence.  Writing assignments may be given as disciplinary measures. 

 

 

Demerit Accumulation Results 

¶ An accumulation of 15 demerits will result in detention. 

¶ An accumulation of 30 demerits will result in two days detention. 

¶ An accumulation of 45 demerits will result in three days detention. 

¶ An accumulation of 60 demerits will result in one day suspension. 

¶ An accumulation of 85 demerits will result in three days suspension. 

¶ An accumulation of 100 demerits will result in the student being expelled for the semester. 

 

Discretionary detentions, suspensions, and expulsions are determined by the pastor and disciplinary 

review board. 
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LĂġÙėĂÙġ tĈûìÏķ 

If a student utilizes or participates on any social networking platform or website, the content posted 

should follow the general guidelines of LBS. Inappropriate content could result in suspension or     

expulsion. 

 

School Internet is only permitted for class projects and is supervised by the teacher.

Student cell phones are to remain off and will be placed in a designated area in the classroom until 

school dismal or they are picked up by a parent or guardian. If parents need to contact their child, 

please call the office. 

 

 

¢ÙĶġÎĈĈùě 

In case of loss or excessive damage requiring replacement of any textbooks, students will be charged 

for the total price of replacement. It is considered unethical for parents or students to have access to 

teacher guides or test/quiz answer keys. Use of these items will be considered cheating. 
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{ġĥÕÙĂġ 5ėÙěě tĈûìÏķ 

All students are required to follow the school uniform and General Student Dress Guidelines set forth 

by the administration at the beginning of the year. Students are to leave school dressed as they came. 

 

The purpose of the dress code set forth by the administration for individual student appearance is not 

to legislate morality, but to encourage Christian young people to be mindful of the Biblical principles of 

modesty which is neglected by many Christians today.  

These following items are purchased from local suppliers and are left with a degree of discretion: 

 

1. Shoes for everyone in K5-6th grade can be black or white tennis shoes for all days except 

Chapel days. On Chapel days, all students must wear black dress shoes. 

2. Shoes for the young men in 7th-12th grades must be a black dress shoe. They need to be 

formal dress shoes, not casual dress. 

3. Shoes for the young ladies in 7th-12th grades must be plain black dress shoes. This means 

no wedges or ankle straps. Heels cannot exceed 1.5ó in height. 

4. Boys socks must be black crew at all times. 

5. Nylons, plain navy tights, or invisible socks (foot liners) may be worn by 7th-12th grade 

ladies. 

6. K5 - 6th grade girls must wear white òbobbyó (fold-over) socks or plain navy tights. 

7. Winter jackets may be worn to and from school. Jackets must be plain, without any pictures 

or designs. 

 

DÙĂÙėÁû {ġĥÕÙĂġ 5ėÙěě DĥìÕÙûìĂÙě 

Students are asked to abide by the following rules at all times. These rules are to be followed in addition 

to the uniform, but also make provision for occasions without a required uniform (i.e. Spirit Week). 

 

¶ Men:  

Men must maintain a haircut that consists of a neat trim, (fairly close) tapered on the sides and back, 

and a clean shave. Hair must be cut so that it is at least one finger width above the eyebrows. Sideburns 

can be no longer than the middle of the ear opening. Hair is not permitted to be artificially colored, 

bleached, braided, or have designs cut into it. Socks and shoes must be worn at all times. Belts must be 

worn on all pants. Pants that are baggy or tight are not to be worn. Necklaces, bracelets, or earrings are 

not to be worn. 

 

¶ Ladies: 

Blouses must be modest, not see-through, satiny or sheer, and only the top button may be unbuttoned. 

No tight or fitted blouses or sweaters that would hug the ribcage area, and no low or plunging necklines 

or low-cut backs are allowed. Nothing can be lower than four fingers from the indented area at the 

neck (front & back). 
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Skirts or dresses must touch the floor when in an upright, kneeling position. No slits above the knee 

are allowed. All straight skirts must be loose enough to slide down easily when pulled up. No slacks/

pants or shorts are permitted. Current styles that reveal skin at the waist when sitting or standing are 

not acceptable. Tops and skirts should have a 3-inch overlap. 

 

Hair must be clean and neatly styled. 

 

No make-up or nail polish is to be worn by girls until the 9th grade. Nail polish must be clear. All    

make-up must be appropriate as deemed by the administration. Make-up must be light and not draw         

attention to the eyes, cheeks, or lips. Student will be asked to remove excessive make-up.  

 

No ankle bracelets are allowed. 

Although the wearing of multiple earrings has become common, LBS ladies are asked to wear no more 

than one set. These should be worn in the lobes only and must not exceed one inch in length. 

 

 

tÁėÙĂġκ±ìěìġĈė 5ėÙěě tĈûìÏķ 

LBS encourages our students to set high standards on the subject of modesty. It is with these principles 

in mind that we ask visitors and parents of students to follow these guidelines while on school campus 

or a school activity.  

 

1. Is it modest? 

2. Does it call undue attention to itself? 

3. Does it identify with a rebellious element of society that is contrary to God and the Gospel 

of Jesus Christ? 

 

¶ Men: 

Please do not wear T-shirts that have writing or images. Please do not wear shorts. 

 

¶ Women:  

Please do not wear slacks/pants. Skirts/dresses must not be above the knee in length.

Bible class is recognized as a fundamental importance and is a required subject. It augments the      

collective study of English, History, Geography, and Science. Without knowledge of Biblical truth, a 

student cannot be considered educated. The Bible gives direction for this life and the only hope for 

the life to come. No other book can so enrich the minds and hearts of men as òThe Book of books.ó 

 

Knowledge of the Bible is the greatest educational assets anyone can have in addition to the moral and 

spiritual values obtained from the study of it.  

 

Character development is the most important work of a school. No other course offered in the school 

affords greater opportunities for laying the foundation for Christian character. 

 

The student body normally attends Chapel on Fridays.

LBS is not regionally accredited, but is a ministry with sincerely held religious convictions against  

government control and oversight over the academic aspects of our institution. 

 

Abeka Academy is fully accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS CASI) 

which is an accreditation division of AdvancED and is one of only six agencies that accredit both 

public and nonpublic educational institutions. Abeka Academy can validate individual student work 

and provide accredited services to students attending LBS. An annual per-student fee will be assessed. 

Call the administrator for more details regarding this service for grades K-6 if you would like to     

participate. All grades seventh through twelfth are automatically billed and enrolled in the Abeka    

Accredited Enrollment Plan.

Believing that homework is an integral part of the school program, each teacher is at liberty to give 

homework to aid students to advance in their studies. Therefore, each student is required to complete 

their homework assignments.  

 

Homework is given for several reasons: 

1. For Preparation. Students profit most from classroom explanation and discussion when 

preparatory reading assignments are given. 

2. For Practice. Following classroom explanation and illustration, homework is given so that 

the material will be mastered. 

3. For Remedial Activity. As instruction progresses, various weak points in a studentõs grasp 

of a subject become evident. Homework following instruction may be given to overcome 

such difficulties. 

4. For Special Projects. Book reports, compositions, special research assignments, and projects 

are some of the activities that are frequently the subject of homework attention. 

We do request the parentsõ full cooperation in ensuring that the student's homework assignments are 

completed. 

 

¢ĥėĂ-LĂ CĈûÕÙėě 

Turn-in folders should contain any completed assignments that the student needs to turn into their 

teacher for checking /grading.  These folders will be checked each on-campus day. 

 

¢ÙěġìĂä 

Since we only meet two/three times a week on-campus, many test and some quizzes may be assigned 

to be administered at home. Testing integrity is vital to assessing the comprehension of the material 

and, more importantly, for character development. Students should learn how to study and prepare as 

an integral part of their development. It is the parentõs responsibility to ensure that tests and quizzes 

administered at home accurately reflect the studentõs knowledge of the content and be supervised as the 

parent deems appropriate. Because testing integrity is vital to the studentõs education and future devel-

opment, parents should initial each test or quiz in the upper right hand corner to signify that testing has 

been properly administered.  Grades are not to be punitive in nature, but instead are a subjective meas-

ure of a childõs understanding and improvement over time.

At the end of each nine-week period, report cards will be sent home. If your account is clear on the last 

day of school, final report cards will be mailed to you. If there is a balance owed on your account, final 

report cards are to be picked up at the office after the balance has been paid.

Visiting of classes is encouraged and welcomed after the first four weeks of school. Classroom visits 

are to be arranged through the principal and the school office 24 hours in advance. Parents and guests 

are to dress appropriately when visiting the school.
